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Eats smaller zooplankton, including Daphnia, which juvenile fish depend on for food


Decrease in small fish populations, takes away a food source for the larger sport fish 


Gathers in masses on fishing lines and downrigger cables, making it easy to transport to new locations








Remove plants and animals from boat, trailer, and accessory equipment before leaving the water access area.


Drain water from the motor, live well, bilge, and transom well while on shore and before leaving any water body.


Empty bait buckets on land.


Learn what exotic organisms look like.














Originated in Great Britain and Northern Europe east of the Caspian Sea


Only about ¼ to ½ inches in length


Have a long, sharp, barbed tail spine


Active from late spring to early fall


Reproduce rapidly through asexual reproduction.
