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Enclosed is the Washington Office letter of January 13, 2011, informing you of the new Forest Service SHARE (Simply Have Areas Reserved for the Environment) initiative which encourages landowners to share their lands with our important pollinators by establishing and interpreting Native Plant and Pollinator Gardens.  

To date, the Forest Service has installed approximately 100 of these gardens on our administrative sites – approximately half of which are within the Eastern Region.  The Chief, who announced this initiative on October 20, 2010, at the North American Pollinator Protection Campaign, challenges Forests to establish SHARE sites at our various administrative locations over the next three years.
