Peer to Peer Outreach to Further Landowner Assistance and Education 

One of the action areas identified by attendees at the “Future of Family-Owned Woodlands in the United States” is the promotion of effective “peer to peer” outreach programs.  Peer to Peer outreach -- and landowner mentoring programs are often successful in engaging landowners that have not previously pursued or responded to traditional landowner assistance programs.
