The Forest Service is committed to leading the way in reducing environmental impacts as well as lowering the costs of operating Federal facilities.  Section 432 of the Energy Independence and Security Act of 2007 (EISA) requires agencies to conduct comprehensive energy and water evaluations of all covered facilities for the purpose of identifying efficiency and conservation measures (ECM) opportunities.  Per the statute, Region, Station, and Area (R/S/A) Energy Managers shall complete energy and water evaluations for each covered facility at least once every 4 years (42 U.S.C 8253(f)(3)(A)).  On June 30, 2011, the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) will assess Agency progress.
To assist R/S/A Energy Managers in completing this requirement, enclosed are:
· Facilities Evaluation Upload Template for all Forest Service designated covered facilities (Enclosure 1)
· A comprehensive energy and water evaluation data collection sheet (Enclosure 2)
Enclosure 1 contains the USDA’s official list of Forest Service 102 covered facilities and the required data fields needed to complete the EISA reporting requirements.  Enclosure 1 is pre-populated with the previous year’s evaluation data.  For this year’s reporting cycle, each R/S/A Energy Manager is asked to complete the following for each of their respective covered facility:

1. Verify pre-populated data in Enclosure 1 and update as needed. 

2. Use Enclosure 2 to complete an energy and water evaluation on the remaining covered facilities and use this data to populate the fields in Enclosure 1.  It is strongly encouraged that all data columns be completed, but the columns labeled in red are mandatory and must be completed.  If evaluations were completed previously using ESPC, UESC, or by other means, this data can be used to complete Enclosure 1.  The evaluation completion date should be the date the evaluation was completed, not the date the data was entered into the spreadsheet.

By June 10, 2011, each R/S/A Energy Manager should compile and submit their updated spreadsheets to Mark Wiersma, WO Engineering Capital Asset Program Manager, via email mewiersma@fs.fed.us.  There are 102 Forest Service facilities currently on the USDA’s covered facilities list.  The next step will be to start planning implementation projects for the potential ECMs identified in Enclosure 1.  Each R/S/A should begin the planning process for how to fund completion of the measures identified with available funds in fiscal years 2011, 2012, and 2013 or through alternate means including ESPC or UESC.
