R5 Regional Office Walk/Bike to Work Day Summary

This summer, the Region 5 Regional Office Green Team organized a series of three Walk/Bike to Work Days.  These events were advertised as opportunities for employees to symbolize their dedication to sustainability and commitment to making “greener” transportation choices.  

Employees had the option to walk/bike from a set location on Mare Island on their own time (some employees chose to use Wellness/Flex time for this activity) or to choose an alternative “green” choice to reduce their environmental footprint (e.g., bringing a bag lunch rather than driving off Mare Island to lunch or carpooling).  The alternative option was particularly important for employees who were not able to walk/bike for health, etc reasons.

After the second event, over 40 participants had logged over 209 miles NOT TRAVELED in their personal vehicles!  Final numbers reflecting the third event have not yet been calculated.
