UNECE PRIORITIES – ADOPTED SEPTEMBER 25, 2001

On September 25, the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE) adopted a set of priorities for continuing regional and global World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD) preparations.  The UNECE is the UN regional commission in which the United States participates.  In the “Ministerial Statement for the World Summit on Sustainable Development,” the priorities adopted by the UNECE are:

· Poverty eradication;

· Sustainable production and consumption patterns;

· Sustainable management and conservation of natural resources;

· Environment and health;

· Making globalization work for sustainable development;

· Improving governance and democratic processes at all levels;

· Education;

· Science and technology; and 

· Financing for sustainable development
