[bookmark: _GoBack]RESOURCE CHANGES:
1. In all templates:  
a. The requirement for the vendor to enter a VIN has been added.
b. The requirement for the vendor to include the Insurance Policy Expiration Date was removed.
c. The requirement for the vendor to include the DOT Inspection Issue Date was removed (when applicable).
2. Commo Trailer, CSU, GIS and HOS:  Weekly and Monthly rates are now requested in addition to the Daily rate and the Optional Internet rate.
3. GIS Unit:  A new question has been added to the Vendor App to ask whether GIS Specialists (GISS) are available.  Instructions are included that ask the vendor to complete a roster field with the name of each GIS Specialist if they answer “yes”.
4. Crew Carrier Bus:  A qualifying attribute for ‘Emergency Exits’ was added to ask whether “All original emergency exits are in working order?”
5. Fallers: 
a. The (non-qualifying) resource attributes for ‘Number of Units’ and ‘Roster’ have been deleted and vendors will no longer enter Faller names into a Roster in the Vendor App.  As such, a note has been added to state “YOU MUST COMPLETE ONE RESOURCE FORM PER SINGLE FALLER/FALLER MODULE.”
b. A second note has been added below the resource attribute for ‘Configuration’ to state “NOTE: for any supporting documentation that is required by the solicitation (i.e. resumes or faller rosters), e-mail the documentation to the Contracting Officer of the solicitation.”
6. Fuel Tender, Potable & Gray Water: The double-shift requirement has been removed.
7. Mechanic with Service Truck:  Previously, there was only one Resource Group with some qualifying attributes being “optional” depending upon the type (Type 1 or Type 2).  Now, the typing has been removed, and there are two separate resources with separate qualifers (MWST – Heavy Equipment and MWST Light Auto & Heavy Truck).
8. Tents:  
a. Previously, there was only one Resource Group with some qualifying attributes being “optional” depending upon the type (Type 1, 2, 3 or 4).  Now there are two Resource Groups – One for Tents and another for Tents-Canopy with separate qualifiers.  
b. The (non-qualifying) resource attributes for ‘Generator’, ‘ADA Accessible’ and ‘Cooling’ have been deleted.
9. Heavy Equipment:
a. D02 Equipment Requirements have been changed, and now include “optional” sub-conreqs that have been added so COs can pick the resource categories being solicited (Dozer, Tractor Plow, Excavator and Transports).  
b. The (non-qualfiying) resource attributes for Dozer and Tractor Plow Blade typing and their associated CBA points have changed.
10. Vehicle with Driver:  
a. The resource category for SUV (in the Passenger Vehicle Group)has changed to now include “SUV – Small” and “SUV – Large”.
b. A qualifying attribute has been added so that SUVs with a passenger capacity greater than 5 will be identified on the DPL.
c. A (non-qualifying) resource attribute for ‘Dump/Tilt Box’ was added to Vehicle with Driver – Trucks (stakeside).
d. A (non-qualifying) resource attribute for ‘Lift Gate’ was added to Vehicle with Driver – Trucks (stakeside).
e. The qualifying attributes for ‘Truck Classification’ (formerly ½ Ton, ¾ Ton, 1 Ton, etc.) have been changed and must now be entered as GVWR in pounds.
11. HEW Skidgines:  A (non-qualifying) resource attribute has been added for ‘Detachable Tank’.
