Summary of changes made to 2011 solicitations on 10/12/2010:

· B.1 - The first paragraph was changed to make the language boilerplate in every solicitation.
This paragraph was unique to every solicitation because it stated the resource category we were soliciting for. The change to make this boilerplate was now making a reference to D.1.
Here’s an example of how the clause was changed: 
· BEFORE: The intent of this solicitation is to obtain the services of Clerical Support Unit(s) as defined in this solicitation for local, Regional, and Nationwide fire suppression and all-risk incidents. 
· AFTER: The intent of this solicitation is to obtain the services described in D.1 Scope of Agreement for local, Regional, and Nationwide fire suppression and all-risk incidents 
· B.2 - language changed to reflect change in Simplified Acquisition Threshold from $100,000 to $150,000 effective 10/1/10
· C.1 and C.2 - updated the FAR clauses 
· D.15 - Vehicle Cleaning clause now marked as "required" 
· D.18 - Made the specification boilerplate in all solicitations by adding text for understrength crews for Engines with a note that it was applicable to Engines under the Water Handling solicitation
· D.19 - converted the clause to boilerplate across all solicitations 
· D.20 - rewritten to make the language more generic 
· Exh B - updated the address for ASC
· Exh E - now marked as "required"
· Exh F - language changed to make the clause boilerplate for all solicitations.
