Tour watershed research and management of tolerant hardwood forests at the 1200 ha Turkey Lakes Watershed. Examine long-term trends in soil and stream water quality in relation to atmospheric deposition. View impacts of clearcut and partial cutting on water, soils and growth of residual stands; also, soil disturbance impacts on microclimate and vegetation recovery.
