Directions for Poster Authors:

Attached is a list of posters to be presented by Session.  Please check the schedule to assure your poster is accurately represented.  At least one poster author must be registered for the 10th North American Forest Soils Conference.  

Poster displays will be held in The Patio Room, Courtyard Room and Lobby of the Conference Center.

Each poster can have up to 2 panels. Each panel measures 47" (119 cm) across by 35" (89 cm)  high.  Posters should be sized so that they fit properly on two. Presenters will need to bring Velcro in order to attach their posters to the display boards.  The poster panels are free-standing.  Tables will not be available unless justified and agreed to, in advance (contact Mary Beth Adams; mbadams@fs.fed.us).  

Posters will be put up early in the morning of the day of the poster session (by 8:30 a.m.), and then must be taken down that evening after the poster discussion session.   Posters will remain on display all day. Authors are expected to be present at the poster sessions.
