17.43 – Taper in Butt Logs.

Exhibit 01 shows how 3-segment logs 41 feet through 60 feet will be scaled.

Total length recorded, top DIB recorded, and the top of the bottom segment will be calipered.  The diameter of the second segment will be calculated, as explained in this handbook, sections 17.41, Distribution of Even Taper and 17.42, Distribution of Uneven Taper.  The diameter of the butt will be projected for data entry purposes.
