3.  Non-recurring Special Provisions.  The following information is to be included in each Forest/District request for RO approval of nonrecurring special C(T) provisions for the FS-2400-6(T) contract:

a.  The District and applicable sale name.  If the provision is needed for more than one sale, list all the sales affected by the provision.

b.  Draft language of the proposed provision, including the C provision number and title.  Include any B provisions, which are to be made inapplicable.

c.  Provide a description of the unique situation that requires the provision and a discussion of why the current provisions are not appropriate to use.  Include the adverse consequences, which would occur if current provisions were used.

d.  The Forest will send all requests to the Regional Forester with a copy to RO Sale Administration.

Once approved, the nonrecurring special C(T) provision will be included in the "GENERAL" section of the timber sale prospectus.
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
