2704 – RESPONSIBILITY

2704.34 – District Ranger.  District Rangers are hereby delegated the authority to issue, amend, and sign all special use permits which:


1.
Do not exceed 5 years in length.


2.
Do not fall in the categories listed in FSM 2704.32.

These delegations may not be redelegated to staff or actings.

All permits will be issued in accordance with established policies and procedures outlined in FSM 2700 and 2800.  Those clauses listed in FSH 2709.11 may be used without further approval.  Any clauses not listed in FSH 2709.11 may only be used after review and approval by OGC.

The District will maintain the master case folder for all recreation permits.  The Supervisor’s Office will maintain the master case files for all other permits.  One completed copy of the permit and map will be forwarded to the Supervisor’s Office for each recreation permit, including temporary permits.  The Supervisor’s Office will send the appropriate District a copy of the permit and map for all non-recreation permits.

Amendments and inspections will be shared with the appropriate District or Supervisor’s Office.  For permits under the Forest Supervisor’s authority, the District Ranger will provide a completed application, map, and NEPA input.

The Infra-Special Uses Data System (SUDS) will be utilized by the District Rangers and the Supervisor’s Office.  Annual billings will be produced by this system.  

All fees must be based on either standard rates provided in the Manual or Handbook, or individual value estimates by a qualified land appraiser.

Reviews to ensure compliance with basic authorities, policies, and standard SUDS procedures will be conducted periodically by the Supervisor’s Office staff.

Ecosystems Group Leader; Deputy Forest Supervisor

The Deputy Forest Supervisor and Ecosystems Group Leader are delegated the authority to sign mineral, and both non-recreation and recreation special use permits.  These documents will be signed “for” over the name and title of the Forest Supervisor.  This authority is not redelegable.
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
