45.36b – Haul and Road Maintenance

The following rates will be used for computing road maintenance on timber sales:

1.  Maintenance deposit of $0.22 per unit per mile on surfaced system roads.

2.  Maintenance allowance of $0.17 per unit per mile on unsurfaced system roads.

3.  Maintenance allowance of $0.02 per unit per mile on primitive and temporary roads.

The maintenance deposit rate of $0.13 per unit per mile applies to all surfaced system roads throughout the year.  No differentiation will be made between frozen and non-frozen road use.
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
