2710.4 – RESPONSIBILITY

2710.43 - District Ranger.  The District Ranger is hereby delegated the authority to issue, amend, and sign all special use authorizations (SUA's) EXCEPT:

1.
Rights-of-way for oil and gas pipelines 24 inches or more in diameter.

2.
Easements for rights-of-way.

3.
Special use authorizations that conflict with Forest Plan direction.

4.
Inter-regional special use authorizations.

5.
Permits for airfields.

6.
Authorizations where total planned investment is in excess of $250,000.00.

7.
Authorizations to Forest Service employees.

8.
Authorizations for electric power transmission lines of 66 kilovolts or greater.

9. Authorizations for new communication sites.

These delegations may not be redelegated.

The District Ranger may amend, revise, or reissue authorizations originally issued by the Forest Supervisor for uses now within authority delegated to him or her.  Submit a copy of each change to the Tell City Office Special Use Staff.

Issuance of all authorizations must comply with the policies applicable to individual uses and all direction in FSM 2700.  Only standard clauses will be used.  Nonstandard clauses must be approved by OGC and are rarely approved.  
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
