District Rangers may approve and issue FLPMA, Private Road Easements and Private Road Permits for situations where the use is of a temporary nature (i.e., less than one year’s duration) and sufficient professional engineering input is on hand to assure that the location and construction will satisfy future Forest Service management of the facility as part of the Forest Development System.
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
