2704 - RESPONSIBILITY

2704.3 – Delegation of Authority for Issuance and Approval of Special Uses Authorizations
2704.34 – District Ranger
District Rangers are delegated the authority to approve and issue special use authorizations for the following types of uses or situations:  
1. Uses of a short-term nature (occupancy not to exceed five (5) year term) including issuing multi-district permits on the Monongahela National Forest.  Do not substitute short-term permits for long-term permits in order to expedite the signing of permits.  District Rangers are not authorized to issue permits on other Forests or with other agencies.
2. Standardized authorizations for:

a. Uses approved in the Forest Land and Resource Management Plan where determination has been made to continue that use.

b. Communication uses on a designated site with an approved communications site plan.
c. Outfitter and Guide permits not to exceed ten (10) year term.
Existing special use authorizations that meet one or more of the categories above may be amended, revised, or terminated by District Rangers.
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
