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7731.16 - Permits
Commercial use of forest development roads not otherwise authorized by a contract, agreement, license, or special-use permit shall be authorized by issuance of Ottawa Form 7700-41, Road Use Permit.  No permit will be required for use of forest development roads for delivery of products or services, such as delivery of fuel oil to a camp, unless snowplowing of a forest development road is required.

The permits shall be prepared and approved by the District Rangers.  Multi-district permits shall be issued and administered by the District having the majority of road use under the permit.  The issuing District shall coordinate the permit with the other involved Districts.

The permittee’s commensurate share of road maintenance shall be determined from the chart in section 7732.22 of this supplement.  Reductions in commensurate share for permittee performed maintenance and the need for the maintenance shall be coordinated with the Forest Engineer.
Copies of the approved permit shall be sent to the Supervisor’s Office and the Forest Engineer.
7732.22 – Maintenance by Commercial Users

Road Maintenance Charges and Allowances The following road maintenance costs shall be used Forest-wide.  These rates shall apply for timber sales, road use permits and special use permits unless experienced costs are available and an analysis in accordance with FSH 7709.58, Chapter 13 has been completed on an individual or sale basis.  These rates shall apply to maintenance level 3 and higher roads.  Maintenance level 1 and 2 needs will be maintained by the user.
