2704.34 2(c) - Delegates authority to District Rangers to issue 10-year outfitting and guiding special-use authorizations. 

2704.34 – District Rangers.  District Rangers may issue special use authorizations for the following situations:

1 Uses of a short-term nature (occupancy not to exceed five years) which can appropriately be covered with a categorical exclusion or environmental assessment. 

2 Standardized authorizations for: 

a) Existing recreation residence permits.

b) Communication uses on a designated communication site with an approved site plan.

c) Ten-year permits for outfitting and guiding.
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
