The following schedule is established to insure periodic review and adjustment of special use permit fees.  Both term and terminable permits in each permit class will be subject to the review.  District Rangers are responsible for conducting all fee reviews.

In addition to reviewing charge permits, all free permits will be examined to ascertain that the use or user still qualifies for a permit without charge.
