52 Safety in Scaling
Scaling and check scaling in Alaska caries with it an additional set of dangers not always present in other Regions.  In addition to the safety requirements covered in the parent text, scalers should become familiar with local practices by visiting the scaling locations with an experienced employee prior to working alone.

Be certain to be familiar with, and have a current Job Hazard Analysis on file.

55 Scaling Equipment
55.2 - Scale Sticks.  Westside scale sticks equipped with spud for digging into log defects are recommended for use.  A heavier water stick is recommended in larger logs in water scaling.

55.5 – Scaler Information Form.  Use R10 2400-87 Scaler Information Form for each scaled sale.

55.6 - Scale books and Scale sheets.  

55.61 - Standard Types.  All Forest Service scale data shall be collected using a field data recorder on software approved by the Regional Forester.  In an emergency such as equipment failure, handwritten tickets will be accepted.  Use R10 2400-1 or another form approved by the Regional Forester.  

55.62 - Accountability.  Unless otherwise agreed, completed scale tickets and corresponding Scaler Receipts, if applicable, will be delivered or sent daily to the Ranger District office having the contract responsibility.  Completed sample frequency cards shall also be delivered or sent on the day of completion.

Corrections of individual log scale data on handwritten scale sheets or electronic data recording devices shall be made in such a way that the original entry and the corrected entry can be compared on the hardcopy scale ticket.

Scale records will be maintained according to FSH 2409.15, chapter 24.4 Scale Records.
