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31.12 - Equipment.

1.  Flight Kit.  The following two items are authorized as additional personal protective equipment and shall be incorporated into each pilot's flight kit.

     a.  Aviation-grade sunglasses.

     b.  Survival vest.                                              

31.21 - Load Manifest.  

Load manifesting will be accomplished as indicated in the parent text, except that documentation of the load condition at each flight will be recorded on form R3-FS-5100-75, Flight Request.  The appropriate number from the precalculated schedule on the back of this form will be entered in "W/B" column for each leg of the flight.  Normally a separate Load Manifest, form FS-5700-24 need not be filed, but in the event that number 11 (non-standard load) is used, a separate form must be completed.  The pilot-in-command should sign the flight request form in the block labeled "Pilots Name", or the load manifest (when used).  If the pilot-in-command cannot sign, the pilot-in-command may designate any BE58P qualified R-3 pilot to sign.  The pilot-in-command retains total responsibility for proper loading of the aircraft.

31.3 - Flight Plans--Flight Following.  

Flight following for Forest Service owned and operated, or contract aircraft will be accomplished according to the definitions and procedures contained in the Region 3 Mobilization Plan.  Regional or Forest personnel responsible for flight following an aircraft will remain on duty until the flight following is complete or that person is relieved of the responsibility.

Aircraft operated by other Regions will not receive flight following unless the pilot specifically requests it or the aircraft is under Region 3 operational control.
