2353.04f – Regional Foresters

1.  Forest Development Trail Systems.  The responsibility for administration of Forest Development Trails in Region 4 is assigned to the Director of Recreation.  The Director is also responsible for the processing of trail inventory information.

a.  The Director of Recreation shall coordinate, plan, administer program, maintain, sign, and operate the trails system and shall coordinate with the Director of Engineering on standards for design, construction, maintenance, and signing of trails.

b.  The Director of Engineering shall provide technical expertise and assistance in location, survey, design, construction, maintenance, structures and contract preparation and administration.

2352 – ROAD RECREATION MANAGEMENT

2352.1 – Four Wheel Drive Ways

Certain four wheel drive ways or other travel routes may be designated by Forest Supervisors for mixed use by off road vehicles (ORV’s) or snowmobiles, and highway vehicles such as pickups and jeeps.

Travel routes should be evaluated for mixed use consistent with FSH 7709.59, section 52.  Submit the evaluation and recommendation to the Forest Supervisor for authorization.

Upon the authorization for a four wheel drive way or other travel route as acceptable for mixed use, such routes should be clearly marked and signed on the ground.
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
