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Digest:  

2704.32 – Delegates authority to the Director of Lands and Minerals to execute Letters of Consent for the appropriation and transfer of Federal lands under National Forest jurisdiction to the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) for Federal-aid highway projects/Department of Transportation (DOT) easements.

2704.33 – Removes Forest Supervisors delegation of authority to execute Letters of Consent to the FHWA for Federal-aid highway projects.  Retains direction that Forest Supervisors are responsible for processing request packages from FHWA for Federal-aid projects/DOT easements and preparing special clauses for stipulations.

2704.32 – Regional Forester

The Director of Lands and Minerals is delegated the authority to:
1.   Execute, for the Regional Forester (over the Regional Forester's name and title), Federal Land Policy and Management Act (FLPMA) easements, including Agricultural Irrigation and Livestock Watering System (P.L. 99-545) easements (see FSM 2729.16) and FLPMA Road easements  (see FSM 2730).  
2.   Execute, for the Regional Forester (over the Regional Forester’s name and title), Forest Road and Trail Act (FRTA) Road Easements (see FSM 2730).
3.   Execute Letters of Consent for the appropriation and transfer of Federal lands under National Forest jurisdiction to the FHWA for Federal-aid highway projects/DOT easements.  (See Regional Supplement FSM 2730 for more information on responsibilities.)

2704.33 – Forest Supervisor

Forest Supervisors have the responsibility and authority to:
1. Approve and issue special-use authorizations outlined in FSM 2704.32 (parent text) as delegated by the Regional Forester. 
2. Process request packages from the FHWA for Federal-aid highway projects/DOT easements and develop special stipulation clauses for conditions not covered by currently approved clauses.  (See Regional Supplement to FSM 2730 for more information on responsibilities.)
3. Approve and execute Cost Share and Non-Cost Share easement and supplements pursuant to the Forest Road and Trail Act of October 13, 1964, when a journey level cost share specialist has certified the correctness of supplements as provided in FSM 5467.04b and published in the September 15, 1995 issue of the Federal Register (Vol. 60, No. 179, Page 47930).
4. Process, prepare, make approval decisions, administer and in certain circumstances terminate:
a. Road easements pursuant to the Federal Land Policy and Management Act of October 21, 1976 (FLPMA); and 
b. Road easements pursuant to the National Forest Road and Trails Act of October 13, 1964 (FRTA).  
See Regional Supplements to FSM 2730 for additional information on Forest Supervisor responsibilities for approval, preparation and administration of road easements, road permits, and Letters of Consent for Federal-aid highways.
5. Approve special use authorizations granted under the authority of the National Forest Ski Area Permit Act of 1986 (see FSM 2721.6).
6. Administer all special use authorizations issued by the Regional Forester for uses which have subsequently been delegated to Forest Supervisors.  Forest Supervisors may amend, reissue, or revoke these authorizations.
7. Approve and issue all permits for archaelogical investigation (use codes 441, 442, and 443) other than those issued regionwide.  Forest Supervisors may redelegate the authority to approve and issue archaelogical investigation permits (not to exceed 5-year term) to District Rangers in accordance with FSM 2360.4, exhibit 01.  Such delegations must be made in writing.

8. Approve communications site management plans for communication sites designated through the Forest planning process (FSM 1920) or a separate NEPA decision document.  All designated communication sites shall have a current communications site management plan.

2704.34 – District Ranger

Forest Supervisors may redelegate to District Rangers the authority to issue special-use authorizations as described in FSM 2704.34 (parent text).  Such delegations must be made in writing.
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
