Chapter 53 - TIMBER SALE CONTRACT

In addition to the guidance in the parent text, additional Regional requirements are as follows:

53.1 Timber Sale Contract, Form 2400-3.

53.11  Criteria for Use. 

1. Use Contract Forms FS-2400-3(P) and FS-2400-3(T) on sales that are simple and non-complex.  Contract Form FS-2400-6 or -6T are used for more complex sales.

2. Contract Form FS-2400-3P is to be used for the sale of special forest products consisting of convertible products not in log form, or non-convertible products. 

3. All FS-2400-3T sales will be sold on a CCF basis only.

4. Contract Form FS-2400-3S contract form is not authorized for use in Region 6.  The region will only use the FS-2400-6 contract form for the scaling of forest products. 
5. Sales longer than one full operating season will include periodic payments.

53.2  Forest Products Sale Contract Form FS-2400-4.

53.21  Payments and Other Collections.

Accept only cash or equivalent such as bank or postal money order, credit card (where applicable), official bank check, or certified check as payment.  Personal checks are not to be accepted.

53.22  Performance Bond.

Payment can be with cash only, or equivalent, such as bank or postal money order, credit card (where applicable), official bank check, or certified check, which the Forest Service can retain if the purchaser fails to meet obligations.  Personal checks are not to be accepted.

53.23  Completion of Original Contract Form.

Contract length can exceed a total of four (4) pages when “Other Condition R6-16 Compliance with State Fire Laws” is included in the contract. 

53.3  Timber Sale Contract Form 2400-6.

The unit of measure for the sale of forest products in contract forms FS-2400-6 shall be in CCF (hundreds of cubic feet) only.

53.4 Timber Sale Contract Form 2400-6T.

The unit of measure for the sale of forest products in contract forms FS-2400-6T shall be in CCF (hundreds of cubic feet) only.
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
