Passengers on 2-up machines will be qualified/certified to operate a snowmobile of this type.

Only qualified and trained employees shall operate snowmabiles. Operator shall
receive training in the use of and loading/unloading of snowmobiles that
includes classroom instructions by a qualified instructor with practical field
exercise or demonstration of proficiency. Certfication shall be noted on the
driver-operator identification card (OF 346). Qualfications include, being
familiar with the Driver Operator Guide EM 7130-2 2005 USDA FS WO, FSH
6709.11 (Health and Safety Code Handbook), and the owners manual for the
particular snowmobile being operated. Operator shall be re-certified every 3
years

Employees shall be trained in emergency survival

Travel on frazen lakes and streams is permitted ONLY after Line Officer
approval and a signed JHA (specific to each particular lake/ice project) is
prepared. Al travelers must read and sign it. JHA must include timeframe of
operations: specific to each project

PPE required for snowmabile use s as follows

Map and compass or GPS unit

Snowmobile manufacturers operating manual and tool kit

Snowmobile helmet to meet DOT standards, with face shield

Warm clothing adequate for winter travel. ie. gloves, boots, dress in layers
Personal communications device

First aid kit

Flashlight with extra batteries and bulb

Shovel

PPE recommended for snowmabiles includes skis or snowshoes and
sunscreen
Bring a supply of water, energy food, and matches

‘Always inspect the machine thoroughly before use. following procedures outlined
in the manufacturer’s operating manual. Become familiar with local hazards. Be
aware of local weather forecasts. Plan travel according to local weather and
snow conditions_ Only travel at speed appropriate for conditions. Be flexible
with your departure dates or times_Pre-plan all trips and go prepared for the
worst conditions expected. Talk about the route and its particular hazards

Sign out at the office before leaving. Leave an itinerary of your trip. Arrange
check in timelines. Be familiar with the machine you will use. Take breaks
when you begin to feel fatigued. Avoid travel at non-daylight hours._If travel in
non-daylight hours cannot be avoided, travel over familiar ground. Do NOT
blaze a new trail Reduce speed and do not overdrive your lights_ Stay to the
fight.If you get lost or stuck. stay with the machine, activate your SPOT device

Be aware and understand how the snowmobile operates (ie. type of cooling
system, fuel starting procedures, suspension system, etc ). Read the owners
manual and know limitations and capabilties of the machine you are using
Operator s responsible for preventive maintenance. When there is mechanical
failure, maintenance should be preformed by a qualfied technician

When fueling from a jerry can. use proper spout vs. open lid and use a funnel if
necessary. This should eliminate spills_ Never smoke while fueling. Start
machine(s) once at the unit before leaving for the field Check with
maintenance person or the last person using machine to be sure it has been
serviced. Have a plan for machine/operator retrieval if you have a breakdown
Tum off machine before adjusting the track or power components

‘Snowmobile helmet must be worn while loading and unloading snowmobile. Use
truck with serviceable trailer hitch assembly. If possible. get assistance to load
machine(s) Load one machine at a time. The trailer shall be properly secured
to the towing vehicle and be full tited or loading ramp securely in place before
loading snowmobile(s). Communicate while unloading machines. Watch your
feet and hands. Use extreme caution in applying throttle to load machine. I too
much throttle is applied. the machine will drive off the front of the trailer or hit
the front ramps_ If too ltte throttle is applied. the machine will spinout at the
bottom of the traier platform. Be prepared to apply the brake when machine is
on the traier platform. When trailer is loaded, secure titing mechanism or
loading ramp and secure snowmobile(s) to trailer. When unloading snowmobiles
on a trailer not equipped with front ramps, unlock titting mechanism and unload
snowmobile(s). one at a time

Avoid back strain and other injuries by following proper procedures for loading,
unloading and freeing stuck machine

Stopping/Parking/Tow

Passengers are not allowed on snowmobiles designed/manufactured for one
person. When itis necessary for two people to be transported on one
snowmobile, the snowmobile must be designed and constructed as a 2-up
machine. Manufacturers have developed 2-up snowmobiles designed to carry a
driver and one passenger. Do not exceed manufactures weight limit (people/
gear). Passenger will wear the same PPE required for driver. Passenger must
be qualiied to operate the snowmobile

Whenever possible two machines should be used when going into the field
When traveling with one machine, you must have a work alone policy in place
When operating the snowmobile keep hands and feet from under the running
boards. Be cautious to avoid bums from exhaust or exhaust pipes. When
crossing highways always stop. Lok both directions, and cross at a 90° angle
Observe all government requlations regarding street and highway usage

Avoid areas where snowmobiles could get stuck such as depressions in the
snow or tree wells. Under poor snow conditions try to stay on tral or track of
other machines to avoid soft snow.

If you stop on a main trail. move to the right side of the trail before stopping.
Anticipate traffic approaching from behind._Stay to the right while drving in non-
day light hours on trails. Pay attention to the riders ahead of you and allow for
stopping distances. Flash your brake lights several times if you intend to stop.
Hold up hand as a signal. Always allow adequate stopping distance based on
ground cover conditions. Lights must be on at all times

Do not leave the engine running when parked. Tum engine off, remove the
ignition key. and set the parking brake. If the machine does not have a parking
brake, secure it against movement

Snowmobile must be rated by the manufacturer for towing. Proper towing
package must be procured and used with the specific snowmobile. Operator
must be trained and qualfied to operate a snowmobile with a tow package
When towing a sleigh. follow manufacturer recommendations for sleigh type and
weight limitations. Always use a ridged hitch-not a chain o rope. Be cautious
to avoid bums from exhaust or exhaust pipes. Always use a sold tow bar when
towing another snowmobile. Remove drve belt of machine being towed
