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Digest:  

87 - This amendment establishes quantity limits under which Incidental Use and Free Use Permits are permissible and sets the quantity for which a Charge Permit is required.  This amendment does not change any other requirements or restrictions for these uses or respective permits and contracts.  
87.51 - Establishes quantity limits for Incidental Free Use (requiring no permit issuance and no charge) and Free Use Permit (requiring a permit but no charge) on the Rogue River – Siskiyou National Forest.

87.52 - Establishes quantities for which a Charge Permit or Sale of Products is required on the Rogue River – Siskiyou National Forest.

Persons requesting Free Use of special forest products will be encouraged to harvest under Incidental Free Use conditions and limits.  The use of Free Use Permits will be limited to requests of products above Incidental Free Use daily limits and below the yearly Free Use limits.  
To ensure that Free Use does not “constitute a special benefit not generally available to the public” (Office of Management and Budget Circular No. A-25), harvest of mushrooms and berries will be limited to Incidental Free Use limits only.  Free Use Permits will not be issued for mushrooms or berries, and Incidental Free Use limits must be followed for personal use.  Higher use amounts will require a Charge Permit.

Persons requesting personal use amounts of other products which are above daily Incidental Free Use limits and under yearly Free Use limits may be issued a Free Use Permit.   
87.52 - Charge Permits or Sale of Products

Any quantity above the Free Use limits above requires a charge.  
A Forest Products Removal Permit and Cash Receipt form FS-2400-1 is typically the appropriate instrument when products are limited to direct sales of $300 or less with limited resource effects.  Other circumstances require the use of Forest Products Contract form FS-2400-4, Timber Sale Contract forms FS-2400-3S, 3T, or 3P and 2400-6 or 6T.  Refer to WO AMENDMENT 2409.18-2008-1. 
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
