The Forest Supervisor delegates to all Rogue River-Siskiyou National Forest District Rangers the following special-use signing authority; provided that, all below-mentioned authorizations being signed by District Rangers are technically reviewed by the Recreation, Engineering and Lands Staff Officer of the Forest Supervisor’s Office to ensure consistency with applicable Federal laws, regulations and agency policies: 

1.   Uses of a short-term nature (occupancy not to exceed five-years), Form FS-2700-25.


2.   Standardized authorizations for:
