2704.34 – District Ranger.  
1.  District Rangers are authorized to issue special-use authorizations for uses of a short-term nature (occupancy not to exceed 5 years).  

2.  District Rangers are authorized to issue standardized authorizations for:

a. Uses approved in the National Forest System land and resource management plan, including recreation residence authorizations where a determination has been made to continue that use.
b. Communications uses on a designated site with an approved communications site plan.

c. Ten-year permits for outfitting and guiding.

New permits will not be issued until a notice of intent has been published and a prospectus issued, if competitive interest has been shown.  The policy is for the District to determine appropriate recreation uses and to then solicit concessionaires or outfitters to satisfy this demand, if it can be accommodated.

Appropriate NEPA documentation is required for issuance and reissuance of special use authorizations.  This may be a new EA and document for reissuance or just a reference to the original EA/document when it remains adequate for the decision to reissue.  New authorizations will always have appropriate NEPA documentation.

Inter-District outfitter-guide permits will usually be issued by the District having the largest part of the use, after approval by the other Districts(s).  Exceptions to consider are where a more convenient District contact can be made by the permittee.
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
