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Digest:  Gives primary role and responsibility of Forest Recreation Staff and Forest Engineer in trails management.
2353.04 – Responsibility

2353.04c - Forest Recreation Staff.  The primary of the Recreation Staff in trails management will be to establish and direct the general policies on trail purposes, objectives, program direction and management of recreation on trails.  The following activities are included:

1. Concept planning, operation, and long range management prescriptions; including the establishment of (1) design standards, (2) experience levels, (3) corridor, and special-interest point locations, (4) trailhead requirements, and (5) signing systems.

2. Recreation management on trails, including public information and congressional inquiry responses.

3. Program direction for trail construction, maintenance, and operation.

4. Trail management for, (1) snow trails (all), (2) wilderness areas, (3) National Trail System trails, and (4) all other special interest area trails (FSM 2360).

5. Coordination of Activities with user groups.


6.  Recommend capital investment priorities for all trail projects.  Maintain a Trail Inventory System as a part of Infrastructure.

  2353.04d - Forest Engineer: The primary role of the Forest Engineer in trails management will be to develop standards, procedures, guides, and to direct the location, survey, design, construction, maintenance standards, and operational procedures to accomplish trails objectives set by Recreation.  Specific activities are:

1. Technical coordination of trail development plans and specifications.


2.  Transportation planning; including location, survey, design, construction, and incorporation with the transportation system inventory and maps.


3.  Contracting and design standards for signing, construction, and maintenance.
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
