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Digest:  Application for special use pasture permits.

47g  - Range Facilities - Pastures
Future applications for special use pasture permits will conform to the following policy:

     1.  If the applicant is not a preference holder, the application must be accompanied by a waiver of grazing privileges for the number of animal months concerned, signed by a permittee on the allotment in which the pasture is to be located.

     2.  Special use pasture will be issued to grazing permittees for use during their regular grazing season, and the numbers grazed in the pasture will be counted against preference numbers.  Each special use application must be accompanied by a signed statement of agreement to these practices.

3.  There may still be a few cases where isolated places of government land which are not suitable for use in connection with an allotment could be placed under permit without following the above policy.  Each such case will have a justification statement submitted with the application.  It will not be handled outside of the above policy if the allotment analysis shows the range applied for to be suitable for use as part of the allotment.

4.  All new pasture permits will contain a cancellation clause (usually within one year)  and an acceptance clause to be signed by the permittees.

5.  The above policies will also apply to all transfers of special use pasture permits.
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
