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Digest:  
2704.34 – Delegates to District Rangers the authority to issue outfitter and guide permits that will terminate in ten years or less.

2704.34 – District Ranger

District Rangers are delegated the authority to:

1.  Issue special use permits for uses of a temporary nature.  Permits of a temporary nature are those which will terminate in one year or less from the issue date.

2.  Standardized authorizations for:

a.  Issue recreation residence authorizations where a determination has been made to continue that use.

b.  Issue outfitter and guide permits that will terminate in ten years or less.

Inter-District outfitter-guide permits should usually be issued by the District having the largest part of the use, after approval by the other District(s).  Exceptions to consider are where a more convenient District contact can be made by the permitted.

Appropriate NEPA documentation is required for issuance and re-issuance of special use permits.
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
