21.04 – Adds responsibility requirements for non-Tongass Forest Service employees when working on the Tongass National Forest.  Adds a requirement for non-local employees to check-in and check-out.


21 – GENERAL PROJECT PLANNING

21.04 – Responsibility

All non-Tongass Forest Service employees working on the Tongass National Forest shall use a Job Hazard Analysis (JHA) signed by the local line officer.  Such employees must check-in with the local line officer before the project begins.  They must also check-out when they leave the unit.

The following non-Tongass Forest Service employees are not considered exempt from this requirement:

· Regional Office employees
· Law Enforcement Officers
· Pacific Northwest Forestry Science Laboratory employees
· Albuquerque Service Center employees
· Alaska Lands Team members
· Chief Information Office or Information Solutions Organization employees
· Enterprise Team members

All non-local employees must check-in and check-out with the local ranger.  If they were invited by district staff, then the local staff is responsible for notifying the ranger instead.
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
