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2725.11 - Camp.  The following policy will apply to camps for industrial purposes (e.g., trapping, commercial jojoba bean harvesting, etc.) on the Tonto National Forest.

1.  An operation which is of sufficient magnitude to justify the establishment of such a camp must be shown.

2.  A definite need to locate on National Forest land must be shown, with no feasible alternatives on other lands.  Any permit issued must be approved prior to exercising the privileges thereby granted (there is no 14-day unauthorized period).

3.  The fee will be based on $0.50 per day per person, with an absolute minimum of $25.00.

4.  Clauses regarding sanitation, litter, etc., will be included in any permit issued.  Such clauses will be strictly enforced.  A performance bond and operating plan may be required, depending on the situation.

5.  The camp must be removed within five days past the end of the industrial activity (e.g., trapping season).

6.  No occupancy will be authorized within Forest Service campgrounds, Wilderness Areas, or sensitive areas such as eagle nesting territories.  This applies to the camp itself, not the activity associated with it.

7.  If use of a range improvement is proposed, the proponent must coordinate with the Grazing Permittee, to insure that his use does not interfere with livestock operations.

8.  Conviction of relevant violations of Arizona Game and Fish Department laws/regulations or Forest Service regulations/special orders will be considered grounds for revocation of this type of permit.

9.  Only that equipment and those personnel directly related and essential to the industrial activity will be allowed to utilize the camp area.
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
