This letter is in reference to the Contract for National Mobile Food Services.  The intent of this letter is to provide further clarification on the BioPreferred requirement as outlined in section C.1.4.1 and the energy bar requirement as outlined in section C.4.2.5.2 and J.10.
BioPreferred

In order for a contractor to meet the BioPreferred requirement, they must meet the minimum biobased content as established by the United States Department of Agriculture. Please see the BioPreferred Designated Items – May 2010 chart listed as attachment 1. The chart lists all product categories along with the corresponding biobased content percentage. For more detailed definitions of the product categories, you can visit the USDA BioPreferred websites at 
http://www.biopreferred.gov/Default.aspx http://www.biopreferred.gov/files/BioPreferred_product_categories_June_2010_FINAL.pdf 
Energy Bars

We have already run into problems with energy bars in the 2010 season and find it necessary to provide clarification on the requirement. First and foremost, a protein bar is not the same as an energy bar. Section J.10 of the contract lists the definition of an energy bar as well as examples of major brand names. When selecting a bar, the contractor shall use the definition and examples in J.10 to gauge if their selection meets the requirement. They must be comparable in nutritional value to the examples given. Protein bars have disproportionately high levels of protein and may have adverse side effects on the firefighters. These side effects can potentially limit the firefighter’s ability to perform his/her job and therefore do not meet the requirements of energy bars as outlined in the contract.
