· The Habitat Management Programs category is an award that recognizes program accomplishments that benefit wild turkeys over multiple years.
· The Partnership Achievement category is in recognition of accomplishments in strengthening and expanding the partnership between the Forest Service and the National Wild Turkey Federation.
· The Conservation Education category is an award that recognizes accomplishments in which the Forest Service has had substantial involvement in the planning or execution of conservation education programs over multiple years that highlight wild turkey restoration, management, and conservation.
