Trees. Important to Human Health.

100 trees remove 28 tons of CO,/year

e 100 trees remove 596 lbs of pollutants
per year, including:

132 lbs of ozone
122 1bs of particulates

210,000 gallons of rainwater
per year...

Trees. A Savings for Homeowners.

e Save 34% of annual air conditioning
costs

e Save up to 25% of winter heating
costs




Trees Sell Houses. (At higher prices.)

e Each large front yard tree adds about

1% to sales price
e Large specimen trees can add
10%, or more, to property values.
