OVERVIEW

There are 30 species listed as Sensitive by the Forest Service Region 6 or Oregon/Washington BLM.  Twenty-four of these 30 are also currently listed as Survey and Manage species under the Northwest Forest Plan Standards and Guidelines, as amended in 2001. Bryoglossum gracile, Cortinarius pavelekii, Entoloma occidentale. Rhizopogon brunneifibrillosus, Rhizopogon clavitisporus, and Rhizopogon masoniae are not Survey and Manage species (and are marked with a superscript ( ǂ ) in the list below).
